Dr. Li, the most energetic |\
teacher I’ ve had to date, taught us that [\
overthinking the test questions was a surefire fl
way that students get stumped on the test. ig
For each type of problem, he went through 7
the tricks that try to stump the test— taker, n
and then a shortcut method to maximize
efficiency on each problem. We learned that "
for every problem, there was always a more ;i
efficient, easier alternative than what we ?i
originally thought! n

English review also helped to kickstart },
my study process and familiarize the 4 1
different types of reading comprehension n
questions, and how to tackle each type. Our 53
extensive practice tests and comprehensive n
review allowed me to analyze what the test— |,
makers were seeking to show with each f:
question, and I soon became attuned to the 7
pattern of how to look for responses n
throughout the passage. n

As for the essay, I had never even read a 1
prompt before, so going through the example [\
essays and learning the formula for tackling n
an essay was essential. The practice essays n
we did on a wide range of topics exposed me n
to different strategies I could apply to each 7
one. As 1 did more and more, and received !
scores on each one, I could fine— tune my 7
essay writing strategies and figure out how to fs
categorize my thinking into each logical ES
pathway. n
